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Gaga: Teachers
The first course for Gaga teaching training will open in October 2011.
The course is for dancers that have significant experience in Gaga and are interested in continuing this intensive process with the Gaga language while building and revealing their personal voice as a Gaga teacher. 

The training course is divided into 4 different phases with a common denominator – a constant research of movement.

The training course will include the following:

· Gaga classes, methodics, and repertory
· Close guidance from the teaching team and Ohad Naharin himself

· Practice in teaching Gaga
· Learning the basic terms of anatomy and pathology

· Taking part in the continuous research of Gaga with the cooperation of Batsheva Dance Company
Course Structure:

The studies will be spread across three full semesters followed by an internship.  The semesters will include 11-17 hours of classes per week.  

1st semester: Beginning:
October-December, Sundays through Thursdays

2nd semester: Middle:
February-April, Sundays through Thursdays and twice a month on Fridays

3rd semester: Almost the end:
June-August, Sundays through Fridays 

Internship: An end that is only the beginning:
The internship period shall be chosen personally to fit the needs of each student at the end of the course.


Admission Criteria:

· A rich experience in Gaga – Gaga/people classes, Gaga/dancers, intensive courses in Gaga in Tel Aviv/around the world
· Significant prior dance training
· Good knowledge of English

· Must be at least 22 years old
· Submit a letter of recommendation

· Personal interview with the managing team (application form included with this letter)
· Recommended – Experience in teaching
Tuition:
1st semester – 9,000 NIS
2nd semester – 9,000 NIS
3rd semester + Internship – 9,000 NIS
· The payment is due 2 weeks before the beginning of each semester.

· For those applicants who are invited to an interview, there will be an additional non-refundable fee of $100.
Additional Information:

· At the end of each semester there will be personal meetings in order to improve and coordinate the student’s progress through the course.

· This course will open only if we have a sufficient number of students.
